USDA Pain Category Definitions:

Category C:
Are procedures that cause minimal, transient, and/or no pain/distress when performed by competent persons using recognized methods.  (i.e. NO PAIN)

Category D:
Are procedures that cause more than minimal/transient pain/distress where the pain/distress is alleviated by the use of anesthetics, analgesics, or tranquilizers.  (i.e. PAIN ALLEVIATED)

Category E:
Are procedures that cause more than minimal/transient pain/distress WITHOUT the use of anesthetics, analgesics, or tranquilizers to alleviate the pain/distress.  (i.e. UNALLEVIATED PAIN)  MUST BE SCIENTIFICALLY JUSTIFIED – SEE 3.5.4.

General Note:
Each animal species is categorized by the most painful procedure that it will be subjected to.
